temperatures by up to 20 degrees. 

¶  .Turn on your bathroom fans: Or the        

exhaust fan in your kitchen, for that matter. 

Both pull the hot air that rises after you cook 

or take a steamy shower out of your house 

or apartment. 

¶ Fan use: This one may seem obvious but 

there are lots of different ways to use fans 

to maximize their cooling effects. You can 

try putting a cold bowl of ice or water un-

derneath a fan you know you will be sitting 

by for a little while. This will create a cool 

breeze rather than just blowing around the 

already warm air.
